Archbishop Fulton 
Sheen said, ñIt 
takes three to 
make love, not 
two: you, your 
spouse, and God.ò 
Apart from the 
incarnation of God 
in Jesus Christ, 

nothing speaks better of Godôs incarnate love than 
marriage. God designed it this way. We place great 
value on love and rightly so. What we fail to realize, 
however, is that love, its very presence and place in 
our lives, is not simply part of the human package 
deal. Love comes from God. It is one of Godôs 
greatest gifts to human beings. When we begin to 
realize that our very ability to love is sacred, it 
changes up how we see the essence of life, and 
purpose and sanctity of marriage. 
 

God is love. It stands to reason then that if we follow 
the path of unconditional, self-emptying love we will 
then stumble upon God. It is precisely this intimate 
wedding of God with love that gives such eloquence 
and honor to the love between husband and wife. 
As a living sign of Christôs love for the Church and 
for humanity, husbands and wives speak volumes of 
Godôs unconditional incarnate love for all of his 
children! The Divine power that brings unity and life 
to marriage is so strong that once joined, it really 
cannot be separated.  
 

Admittedly, marriage covenants can be extremely 
difficult to negotiate and, at times, very painful to 
experience. Godôs perfect divinity always meets our 
broken and imperfect humanity. God is okay with 
this setup as he created it this way. Our loving is 
never as unconditional as Godôs and often tainted 
by our own imperfections, needs, memories, hurts, 
sinfulness, and weakness. All of this baggage 
negatively impacts even the most well-intentioned 
marriages, causing them to be hurtful and empty. 
We are love works in progress. God can succeed in 
perfecting our love only if we keep our eyes fixed on 
him as the source of that love. Thatôs why marriage 
is always about three and not just two. 
 

The Divine intimacy at the heart of marriage is what 
can make them celebrations of great union and 
happiness. Couples who are still madly in love with 
each other after many years, still looking at each 
other with that timeless twinkle in their eyes, best 
tell the story of Godôs oneness with humanity. 
Honor, celebrate, and support those who have 
accepted a vocation to marriage. Living in a world 
that easily pulls relationships apart, may they find 
hope and inspiration from their faith companions 
who are on the same journey! 
 

As it is said, charity begins at home. Perhaps a 
good place to start is with our own households and 
making sure their foundations are properly laid.

Pope Benedict reminds us: ñWe are not some casual or 
meaningless product of evolution. Each of us is the 
result of a thought of God. Each of us is willed, each of 
us is loved, each of us is necessary.ò 
 

Pope John Paul II put it this way: Human beings have 
been given ña sublime dignity, based on the intimate 
bond which unites [us] to [our] Creator.ò We are a sign 
of Godôs love, ña trace of his glory.ò From the moment of 
conception through death and into eternity, each of us 
lives in relation to God, the Lord of life. The value and 
dignity of human life do not change according to health 
or other circumstances. People, even if seriously ill or 
disabled in the exercise of their highest functions, are 
and always will be persons loved by God, and they will 
never become a ñvegetableò or an ñanimal.ò 
  

The journey away from a culture of death and toward 
following Christ to eternal life goes by way of the Cross: 
Loving others to the point that we die to our personal 
pride and selfishness, our tendency to view others as 
obstacles or things to be used. 
  

A rich young man asked Jesus, ñWhat good must I do to 
gain eternal life?ò Jesus replied that one must learn to 
love God, and ñlove your neighbor as yourself.ò 
  

This is the model God has given usða model of love 
and solidarity with those entrusted to our care, and 
those we meet on the way. By witnessing this model in 
our own livesðby holding fast to the moral truths 
preserved by our faith and ñgoing out ofò ourselves for 
others-we can inspire others to do the same, and help 
ñbuild a world where human life is always loved and 
defended, every form of violence banished.ò
